MINOR PUPPY DOG (13) 
1ST – Pynegar’s BERWYNFA BULLETPROOF. A smart stylish 8 month B+W youngster. Stood four 
square, showed off his virtues assisted by his very able handler. Lovely head piece with good eye and 
expression, strong neck in use at all times, true front, correct shoulder, level topline and bang on tailset. 
Lovely profile, moved well for age. 
2ND - Wragg’s HARMAUR HOODLUMS TRADE. 8 month R+W puppy of very good type. Attractive 
balanced head, well shaped dark eye, wide straight mouth. Lovely profile, strong arched neck with 
definite crest, good strong topline, well angled front and rear, moved well for youngster. 
3RD – Miller’s WALKON MADE ‘N’ ISSUE. 
 
Puppy Dog (11) 
1ST - Drinkwater’s SULEZ SHORENUFF. Outstanding 12 month B+W young male who caught my eye 
immediately. Lovely head with no excess wrinkle, dark eye, good pigmentation, well balanced 
throughout. Good forechest, strong boned straight front. Good body shape, level topline which was 
retained on the move. He has nice quarters for a youngster and showed well right up to B.P.I.S when he 
decided he had had enough – not to worry this dog’s got time and great handler on his side. 
2ND - Melville and Gething’s JEDDHI YANKEE PASHA 10 month B+W puppy of good type. A good 
balanced head, appealing expression with nice muzzle to skull ratio. Strong neck, good topline and 
tailset, moved well for puppy. 
3RD - Henderson’s LINNCAM STORYMAKER AT TARANLIT. 
 
Junior Dog (11) 
1ST - Ward-Davies, Brown and Hutchins’s WINUWUCK LUST AT FIRST SIGHT. 14 month B+W 
youngster who is so well constructed throughout with no exaggerations. Attractive head and expression, 
dark eye, wide straight mouth with visible chin and nothing over done. Straight front well angulated 
forehand, short solid back with correct muscular rear end which he uses on the move. A lovely profile and 
a lovely boxer who is at one with his handler. 
2ND - Groves and Hare’s HAMLEAR KISS IN THE MIST AT JIMBREN. 14 month B+W tall upstanding 
youngster. Good head, lean skull, wide deep muzzle and nice mouth with visible chin. Well boned, 
straight front with tight cat feet, level topline and good quarters, moves steadily. 
3RD - Pynegar’s BERWYNFA TOY BOY. 
 
Yearling Dog (6) 
1ST - Tindale’s LICHDEL LETS BOOGIE. A 19 month B+W dog that caught my eye immediately, I was 
impressed with his overall qualities. Lovely headed dog being both clean and dry, wide deep muzzle with 
definite chin, good mouth, dark expressive eyes, strong crested neck which is set into well laid shoulders, 
strong topline with strong well angulated quarters which he uses on the move, handled to perfection and 
has a very bright future. I liked this dog a lot. 
2ND - Ward’s and Clark’s HYGINA PRINCE CHARMING. A tall upstanding B+W dog of 23 months. A 
typical head with good eye and expression, good mouth with visible chin, correct balance of muzzle to 
skull, well constructed and balanced throughout. Good forechest, strong topline and strong muscled 
quarters, in rock hard condition, moved well. 
3RD - Pynegar’s BERWYNFA GAME BOY. 
 



Novice dog (4) 
1ST - Frary’s TESTWOOD DAYDREAM BELIEVER FOR WAIHEKE. 15 month B+W dog. Another in tip-
top condition. Good head with kind expression, correct eye shape, good lip placement and mouth. 
Flowing outline, correct front assembly, well muscled quarters, moved well. 
2ND - Miller’s ROAMARO KNOT TO BE MIST AT WALKON. B+W male of 16 months. Very good head 
with everything as it should be. Nice eye, ear and mouth. Powerfully well arched neck in use at all times. 
Good forechest and strong straight front. This boy has lovely outline when posed and presents an overall 
well balanced picture. Moved with purpose  
3RD - Turners’s ALLSTURNS SUPER TRAMP. 
 
Debutant Dog (3) 
1ST - Carter’s SUSANCAR HUGH BET. 12 month B+W dog. Smart boy with great potential, tall 
upstanding youngster who just needs more time to finish. Attractive balanced head, well shaped dark 
eye, wide straight mouth. Lovely profile, long arched neck with definite crest which he uses at all times, 
good topline, well angled front and rear, moved well and is at one with the handler 
2ND - Rie’s SUMMERSET SPECIAL AT BURNDEN. 14 month B+W Dog. Attractive balanced head, well 
shaped dark eye with wide straight mouth. Again good in profile, correct layback of shoulder, level topline 
and correct tailset, moved and handled well. 
3RD - Marshall and Curtis’s SANTARRA MAKE WAY FOR MARCURT. 
 
Graduate Dog (10) 
1ST - Lockwood-Brown and Curtin’s NORWATCH SUNHAWK DANNY BOY AT SHILOH. A masculine 
21 month B+W Dog. Well proportioned head with kind expression. Correct eye shape, good lip placement 
and mouth. Correct front assembly, round bone and well muscled quarters, moved well when handler 
caught up! 
2ND - Thorpe’s ROSEROYD STREETWISE AT BRULIZ. A smart compact 2 year old dog. A good head 
with nice eye and expression, well padded muzzle, good lip placement and mouth. Short solid back with 
muscular rear end which he uses on the move. This boy like the 1st makes the handler work very hard! 
3RD - Cattanach’s STEYNMERE JUST IS. 
 
Post Graduate Dog (8) 
1ST - Knight’s SARSBROOK HOT TIP. I was impressed with this 2 year old B+W dog. A lovely head 
expression, correct shaped dark eye and good mouth, a long crested neck with correct front assembly 
and powerful forechest. Strong muscled quarters which he used on the move. A nice profile and a nice 
boxer. 
2ND - Bayes’s DOCREMA MILLIONARE. 3 year old dog of good type. A good balanced head, appealing 
expression with nice muzzle to skull ratio, strong neck, level topline and correct tailset, would like tad 
more bone, moved well. 
3RD - Bagnall’s SOOJAN STAR STRUCH 
 
Limit Dog (8) 
1ST - Schofield’s KOPPERNOX MICKEY FINN. I judged this boy 2 years ago in minor puppy and had 
him in my final four for the CC.  Now 2 years on I feel he has progressed into an impressive young adult 
with a very bright future. His head is beautiful and is balanced throughout, dark well shaped eyes, deep 
wide muzzle and good mouth. Neck is strong and muscular, flowing into well laid shoulders, strong level 
topline, obvious forechest, nice tight cat like feet, deep brisket good ribbing and plenty of substance. 
Strong well developed quarters, which he used on the move. Expertly turned out and handled. Still only 
one thing wrong with this lad ….he’s still not mine! Pleased to award him his 3rd and crowning C.C and 
B.I.S with the agreement of my co-judge. 
2ND - Phelp’s SLEIPNIR OLAF THE STOUT. I was very impressed with the overall qualities of this 
stylish 3 year old dog. Just a pity he had to meet the 1st. Balanced head with appealing expressive eyes, 
lean skull and wide mouth. Long neck which he uses to advantage. Well boned, strong straight front with 
tight cat like feet. Excellent body shape, moved steadily and with purpose. A lovely dog to go over and 
handled to perfection. 
3RD - Laid law’s ROAMARO ROUGH DIAMOND. 
 



Open Dog (5) 
1ST - Cook and Griffith’s CH LANFRESE SURE THING AT MANIC. 2½ year old dog who I have 
admired from the ringside and wasn’t disappointed “hands on”. He’s a very smart balanced dog with a 
striking outline and is in tip-top condition. He has a lovely head with no excess wrinkle, dark expressive 
eye, excellent pigmentation, good mouth, well balanced throughout. Good forechest, strong boned, 
straight front level topline and correct tailset, neat tuck up and good hindquarters. When posed and on 
the move he presents an overall balanced picture. Stunning in profile. Pleased to award him R.C.C. 
2ND - Bell and Beardow’s CH BELVERN PREMENITION. Another top class 3 year old B + W dog in rock 
hard condition. A beautiful clean dry head with an expression to die for, dark well shaped eyes, good 
wide muzzle, clean throughout with good mouth and visible chin. He stands foursquare, strong arched 
neck, short strong topline, good front and quarters, moves soundly and steadily, just preferred flowing 
lines/profile of 1st. 
 
Veteran Dog (3) 
1ST -  Simpson and Aldham’s CH HILTHORN GOLD BLEND. Now 7 years old, there’s not much I don’t 
know about this dog! In excellent condition and looking fantastic for age. Still has lovely head with the 
kindest of expressions, good forechest, strong level topline, bang-on tailset and correct muscular rear 
end. Can still hold his own against some of the younger champions and nice to see he’s still very very 
keen on showing. B.V if I could have taken a dog home with me it would be this guy. 
2ND -  Buckley’s SHAKATAN’S RESOLUTION. 7 year old dog, again in great shape for age. A very 
square medium sized dog with excellent balance and angulation. A pleasing head of good proportions, 
dark eye with alert expression. Moves well, keeping outline, a boxer of good type, few exaggerations. 
3RD - Hinchcliffe’s KIZZYLEE THE BIG ONE.
